ELEVATED WATER STORAGE TANK NO. TWO, dated April 2011, as full and completely as if the
same were fully set forth therein:

Refer to Document 00100, page 3, third paragraph.

Replace “The Owner will open bids from only those Bidders that are on record as having
received the Bid Documents.”

With “The Owner will open bids from only those Bidders that are on record as having
purchased the Bid Documents.”

Refer to Document 00200, Article 1.D.1

Replace “Before submitting a Bid, each BIDDER must:”
With “Before submitting a Bid, each BIDDER shall:”

Refer to Document 00200, Article 1.D.4.f

Replace “Because of site security, access to the site will be limited to the following: after
the scheduled preconstruction meeting.”

With “Because of site security, access to the site will be limited. Bidders may contact the
Owner to schedule site visits. Site visits shall be scheduled to occur on or before Tuesday
June 7, 2011.”

Refer to Document 00200, Article 1.E.5
Add the following after E.5:

E.6.  All questions from Bidders shall be submitted at least seven days prior to the date
of the Bid Opening.
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Refer to Document 00200 Article 2.B.5

Replace “Water will be provided by the Contractor at no additional cost to the Owner.”
With “Incidental water (water used by or required by the Contractor. For example, daily
use, cleaning, flushing, etc.) will be provided by the Contractor at no additional cost to
the Owner. Refer to Section 13212.3.01.A for information regarding water provided by
the Authority the final flushing, testing, and disinfection.”

Refer to Document 00200 Article 3.D.3, second sentence

Replace “If the successful Bidders fails to execute the Agreement and furnish the surety
bonds ...”
With “If the successful Bidder fails to execute the Agreement and furnish the surety bonds

Refer to Document 00200 Article 3.D.4, last sentence

Replace “Bid security of other Bidders will be returned within ten (10) days of the BID
Opening.”

With “Bid security of other Bidders will be returned within sixty (60) days of the BID
Opening.”

Refer to Document 00200 Article 3.G, MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS
Replace Section 00200, Article 3.G, in its entirety with the following:

G. WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS
I. Any Bid submitted may be withdrawn by Notice to the Owner received by the
Owner prior to the time and date designated for receipt of Bids. Such Notice shall
be in writing over the signature of the Bidder in the same format as required for
the submission of the Bid. Strict compliance with these requirements is a
condition precedent to effective withdrawal of a Bid.

2, A Bidder may withdraw its Bid from consideration after the Bids have been opened
if the bid price was substantially lower than the other Bids due solely to a mistake
therein, provided the Bid was submitted in good faith, and the mistake was a clerical
mislake as opposed to a judgment mistake, and was actually due to an unintentional
arithmetic error or an unintentional omission of a quantity of work, labor or material
made directly in the computation of its Bid, which unintentional arithmetic error or
unintentional omission can be clearly shown by objective evidence drawn from
inspection of original work papers, documents and materials used in the preparation
of the Bid sought to be withdrawn. If a Bid contains both clerical and judgment
mistakes, a Bidder may withdraw its Bid from consideration if the price bid would
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have been substantially lower than the other Bids due solely to the clerical mistake,
that was an unintentional arithmetic error or an unintentional omission of a quantity
of work, labor or material made directly in the compilation of a Bid which shall be
clearly shown by objective evidence drawn from inspection of original work papers,
documents and materials used in the preparation of the Bid sought to be withdrawn.
A Bidder seeking to withdraw its Bid on the foregoing grounds shall give Notice in
writing of its claim of right to withdraw its Bid in such a manner that such Notice
and all original work papers, documents and materials used in the preparation of the
Bid are received by the Owner by 5:00 P.M. of the second business day after the
conclusion of the Bid opening procedure. Such mistake shall be proved only from
the original work papers, documents and materials delivered as required herein. The
Owner shall notify the Bidder of its decision whether or not to permit withdrawal of
the Bid within fourteen (14) days after receipt by the Owner of the work papers,
documents and materials as required herein in accordance with the provisions of
Section 2.2-4330.F , Va. Code Ann.

Refer to 00700, Section 8 Substitutions

Replace Section 8, in its entirety with the following:

8 SUBSTITUTES AND “OR-EQUALS”

8.1.  Whenever an item of material or equipment is specified or described in the Contract
Documents by using the name of a proprietary item or the name of a particular Supplier,
the specification or description is intended to establish the type, function, appearance, and
quality required. Unless the specification or description contains or is followed by words
reading that no like, equivalent, or “or-equal’ item or no substitution is permitted, items of
material or equipment of other Suppliers may be submitted to Owner for review under the
circumstances described below.

A. “Or-equal” Items:

1
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If in Owner’s sole discretion an item of material or equipment proposed by
Contractor is functionally equal to that named and sufficiently similar so that no
change in related Work will be required, it may be considered by Owner as an “or-
equal” item, in which case review and approval of the proposed item may, in
Owner’s sole discretion, be accomplished without compliance with some or all of
the requirements for approval of proposed substitute items. For the purposes of this
Paragraph, a proposed item of material or equipment will be considered
functionally equal to an item so named if, in the exercise of reasonable judgment
the Owner determines that:

a. itis at least equal in materials of construction, quality, durability, appearance,
strength, and design characteristics;
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b. it will reliably perform at least equally well the function and achieve the results
imposed by the design concept of the completed Project as a functioning whole;
and

it has a proven record of performance and availability of responsive service.
d. Contractor certifies that, if approved and incorporated into the Work:

e there will be no increase in cost to the Owner or increase in Contract Times:
and

e it will conform substantially to the detailed requirements of the item named
in the Contract Documents.

B. Substitute Items:

1.
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If in the Owner’s sole discretion an item of material or equipment proposed by
Contractor does not qualify as an “or-equal” item, it will be considered a proposed
substitute item.

Contractor shall submit sufficient information as provided below to allow Owner to
determine if the item of material or equipment proposed is essentially equivalent to
that named and an acceptable substitute therefore. Requests for review of proposed
substitute items of material or equipment will not be accepted by Owner from
anyone other than Contractor.

The requirements for review by Owner will be as set forth in Paragraph 8.1.A.2, as
supplemented by the General Requirements, and as Owner may decide is
appropriate under the circumstances.

Contractor shall make written application to Owner for review of a proposed
substitute item of material or equipment that Contractor seeks to furnish or use.

The Contractor’s application:
a. shall certify that the proposed substitute item will:

e perform adequately the functions and achieve the results called for by the
general design,

e be similar in substance to that specified, and

e be suited to the same use as that specified,;

b. will state:

e the Contractor agrees that any delay or any cost incurred as a result of the
Contractor’s request for a substitute item or material or equipment shall not
constitute grounds for any increase in Contract Price or Contract Time and
waives any and all claims arising from or related to the request for the use
of such substitute materials or equipment;

o whether use of the proposed substitute item in the Work will require a
change in any of the Contract Documents (or in the provisions of any other
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direct contract with Owner for other work on the Project) to adapt the
design to the proposed substitute item, and

e whether incorporation or use of the proposed substitute item in connection
with the Work is subject to payment of any license fee or royalty;

c¢. will identify:

e all variations of the proposed substitute item from that specified, and
* available engineering, sales, maintenance, repair, and replacement services;
and

d. shall contain an itemized estimate of all costs or credits that will result directly
or indirectly from use of such substitute item, including costs of redesign and
claims of other contractors affected by any resulting change.

. Substitute Construction Methods or Procedures: If a specific means, method, technique,
sequence, or procedure of construction is expressly required by the Contract
Documents, Contractor may furnish or utilize a substitute means, method, technique,
sequence, or procedure of construction approved by Owner. Contractor shall submit
sufficient information to allow Owner, in Owner’s sole discretion, to determine that the
substitute proposed is equivalent to that expressly called for by the Contract
Documents. The requirements for review by Owner will be similar to those provided in
Paragraph 8.1.A.2.

. Owner’s Evaluation: Owner will be allowed a reasonable time within which to evaluate
each proposal or submittal. Owner may require Contractor to furnish additional data
about the proposed substitute item. Owner will be the sole judge of acceptability. No
“or-equal” or substitute will be ordered, installed or utilized until Owner’s review is
complete, which will be evidenced by a Change Order in the case of a substitute and an
approved Shop Drawing for an “or-equal.” Owner will advise Contractor in writing of
any determination.

Special Guarantee: Owner may require Contractor to furnish, at Contractor’s expense, a
special performance guarantee or other surety with respect to any substitute.

Substitute review Cost — Costs for third party evaluations of proposed substitutions will
be paid for by the Contractor.

1. The Owner will be reimbursed for third party review costs regardless of whether or
not the Owner approves a substitute.

o

Contractor shall also recimbursc Owner any required changes to Contract
Documents (or in the provisions of any other direct contract with Owner) resulting
from the acceptance of each proposed substitute.

3. Reimbursement costs due to the Owner will be deducted from the Contractor’s
application for payment.
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G. Contractor’s Expense: Contractor shall provide all data in support of any proposed
substitute or “or-equal” at Contractor’s expense.

Replace Section 15.1, in its entirety with the following:

I5.1 ~ “The date of beginning and the time for completion of the WORK are essential
conditions of the CONTRACT DOCUMENTS. The WORK embraced shall be
commenced on the date specified in the NOTICE TO PROCEED and completed on
time, failing which, liquidated damages, as specified in Document 00520, the Agreement
Between Owner And Contractor (page 1, paragraph number 1) shall be assessed.”

Refer to Section 0111.1.03.1.A
Replace Section 0111.1.03.1.A, in its entirety with the following:

A. Paint
The interior of the 2.5 million gallon water tank
The exterior of the 2.5 million gallon water tank (above the Hydropillar only)
The exterior of the fluted column (Hydropillar)
Ductile iron pipe inside the Hydropillar as spelled out in the paint schedule
The door between the interior of the fluted column and the interior of the riser
column
The exterior of the existing roll-up door
The exterior and interior frame around the existing roll-up door
8. The exterior concrete footing, outside the Hydropillar
a. Paint the top (horizontal) surface
b. And the 45 degree chamfer
c. Do not paint the vertical face of the footing

Refer to Section 01150, Special Project Procedures
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Add the following after Section 1.08

1.0.9. DRAINING AND FILLING THE TANK
A. Based on the current schedule, Loudoun Water intends to drain the tank on the
morning of September 6, 2011 (the Tuesday after Labor Day). It is anticipated that it
will take three days (72 hours) to drain this tank.
B. Note: the only means Loudoun Water has to drain the tank is the existing piping.
Therefore, the water that remains in the tank must be removed by the Contractor.
C. Refer to Appendix 5 Drawing 4. After Loudoun Water has drained the tank, water
will remain in two areas:
1. The lowest portion of the bowl, adjacent to the upper end of the riser cone.
2. The portion of the riser cone below the perforations in the filler pipe.
The Contractor will be responsible for removing the water that remains in the tank
after Loudoun Water has drained the tank.
Filling the tank will take three days (72 hours)
The Contractor shall schedule filling the tank with the Owner.
One-week advance notice from the Contractor to the Owner is required for filling the
tank.
One-week advance notice from the Contractor to the Owner is required for any
subsequent tank draining operations.
